A messagdrom His HolinessPopeBenedct XVI for
the 15th World Day of the Sick in Seoul, Korea on
Felruary 1.

DearBrothes and Sigers

On 11 February 2007, when the Church keeps the
liturgical menoral of Ouwr Lady of Lourdes the Fifteerth
World Day of the Sidk will be cekelratedin Seaul, Korea.
A numberof meetings confaences,pastoralgathaings
and liturgical celebrations will take place with
representatives of the Church in Korea, health care
personnel, the sick and their families. Once again the
Church turns her eyes to those who suffer and calls
attertion to the incurably ill, mary of whom are dying
from terminal diseass. They are faund an e\ery cortinent
particularly in places where poverty and hardshp cause
immeng miery ard giief. Conscious d these afferings, |
will be spiritually preent at the World Day of the Sick,
united with those meeting to discuss the plight of the
incurably ill in our world and encauragng the efforts of
Christian communities in their witness to the Lord?s
terderres amd mexy.

Siknessinevitably brings with it amomentof crisis and
sober confrontation with one@® own persorel situation.
Advance in the heath scien@s often provide the means
necesar to meetthis chalerge, a leas with regad to its
physical aspects. Human life, however, has intrinsic
limitaions, ard sooner or later it erdsin deah. Thisis an
expeienceto which eachhumanbeing is called andore
for which he or she must be prepared. Despite the
advances of science, a cure cannot be found for every
illness, and thus, in hospitals, hospices and homes
throughout the world we encaunter the sufferings of our
many brothers and sisters who are incuraldy and often

terminally ill. In addition, mary millions of pele in our
world gill experierceinsaniary living conditionsard lack
access to much-needed medical resources, often of the
mog bast kind, with theresult that the number of human
beingscandgderedincualde isgreaty increasd.

The Church wishes to support the incurably and
terminally ill by caling for just social pdicieswhich can
help to eliminate the causes of many diseases and by
urgingimproved care fothe dying andthase for whom no
medical remaly is available. Thereis a needto promate
pdicieswhich crede corditions where humanbeings can
bear even incurable illnesses and death in a dignified
mannerHereit is necesary to stres onceagain the need
for more pdliative care centres which provide integral
care,offering the sick the human assstarce ard spritual
accompaniment they need This is a right bdonging to
evay human being, one which we mug all be committed
to deferd.

Herel woud like to ercaurage the efforts of those who
work daily to ersure that the incuraldy ard terminaly ill,
togeher with ther families receive adegake andloving
care. The Church, following the example of the Good
Samaitan, hasalways shown patticular concen for the
infirm. Through her individual menbe's andingitutions,
she catinuesto stard abngside the suffering andto aterd
the dying, striving to preserve their dignity at these
significant moments of human existence. Many such
indviduals Bhealh care préessionak, pastoral ageits and
volunteers B and institutions throughout the world are
tirelessly saving the sick, in hospitds and in palliative
care mits, oncity streds, in housing project andparishes

I now tum to you, my dearbrothersard sisterssuffering
from incurable ard terminal disea®s.| ercouage you to
contemplate the sufferings of Christ crucified, and, in
union with him, to turn to the Faher with complete trug
thatadl life, andyour livesin paticuar, arein his hands.
Trud that your sufferings, united to those of Christ, will
prove fruitful for the need of the Churchandtheworld. |
ak the Lord to strergthen yaur faith in his love, eecidly
during thesetrials that you are experiencing. It is my hope
that wherewer you are,you will alwaysfind the spritual
en®@uragemant and strength nealedto nourish your faith
and bring you closerto the Faher of Life. Throughher
priegs ard pagoral workers the Church wishesto asdst
you and stand at your side, helgng you in your hou of
neel, ard thus making presentChrist?sown loving mercy
towardsthosewho suffer.
